Annual reports

i.
The Secretary reported that the Association had held a certain number of meetings during 2010, the dates and nature of which were on record.  The more interesting item to report was, however, that the Ian McLeod Award had been created.  This award, to a value between $500 and $5,000, would be given to an applicant offering a project which would promote in New South Wales the study of the culture of the ancient Mediterranean before AD700.  The essential aim of the Award was to promote the objects of the Classical Association of New South Wales, either via the press or electronic media, or in schools (Kindergarten to Year 12), or in adult and community education.  The Ian McLeod Award would not support projects relating to university education:  not because the Council was uninterested in university education (the reverse was the case), but because it had been decided to focus the Ian McLeod Award elsewhere.  Applications in the 2011 round would close on 31 March.

In response to a question, the Secretary said that details of the Ian McLeod Award were on the website.  Beyond that, he relied on those present to publicize the Award to those they knew who might wish to apply.  He agreed to contact CLTA with full details.
